Unparalleled discovery

Research is an integral part of what makes The Ohio State University Wexner Medical Center such
a force in the global medical community. Our investment in research and commitment to the
investigative process has led to many breakthroughs and innovative discoveries. We encourage
research at all levels, knowing that the research seeds planted today will yield life-changing results
now and in the future.

The Ohio State University has one of the most comprehensive health science campuses in North
America — with colleges of Medicine, Nursing, Pharmacy, Dentistry, Optometry, Public Health
and Veterinary Medicine — adjacent to the tremendous resources and expertise of other university
departments. This proximity fosters remarkable collaborations, which makes Ohio State unique in
the country in its potential to promote scientific partnerships and the direct translation of research
discoveries into new medical therapies and technologies.

The Ohio State University College of Medicine continues to rise in many key areas in the annual Blue
Ridge Institute rankings, an independent national analysis of National Institutes of Health (NIH)
research funds awarded to colleges and universities. In the most recent rankings (2022), NIH funding
to the College of Medicine increased by 4.8% — much greater than the 1.4% average given to other
colleges and universities in the top 20.
